Surprise others with 

kind words and actions.  Watch for ways 

each person is being kind.  At the end of 

the week, share some of your stories 

about the kindnesses you discovered.  

Celebrate kindness and give thanks to God 

for being kind to us!

Read the scripture to 

your child each day!
